*Tying shoes

What We Are Learning


Reading:


Skills: We have been reviewing letters and sounds. Students will continue to work on identifying a letter and its sound. They will also continue working on writing upper and lowercase letters. Please help your student practice writing letters at home. 





Knowledge 1: Fables and Stories. This week students learned about fables. They listened to the fables: “The Boy Who Cried Wolf”, “The Maid and the Milkpail”, “The Goose and the Golden Eggs”, and “The Dog in the Manger”. 





Math: Ch. 1 Addition Concepts. We will continue working on adding two numbers together and writing addition sentences (5+2=7). 





Writing: This week students began writing in a journal. We are working on writing a complete sentence, starting a sentence with a capital letter, and adding punctuation to our sentences.
